Nouns can be replaced with pronouns.

Some examples of Spanish pronouns you have seen are
éel, ella, tu and usted.

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Subject and subject pronouns

English sentences always have a subject or a subject
pronoun.

But in Spanish the subject or the subject pronoun can
be left out if everyone knows who you’ re talking about.

Maria is my friend. Maria es mi amiga.

She is from Spain. Es de Espana.
Ella can be left out.
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
